Online Ship and Crew Certificates

The pilot area addresses problems in the Mari-
time sector, related to accessing Ship and Crew
Certificates which are currently issued and main-
tained in paper format. Thanks to TOOP, the

The pilots demonstrate how much information
can be automatically retrieved from a company’s
country of origin without having to reenter it.

Pilot Cases

e Automatic retrieval of the necessary evidences
for an Economic Operator participating in
cross-border public procurement procedures
and using the European Single Procurement
Document (ESPD)

e Automatic communication and exchange of
information from companies’ countries of
origin required by the country of destination
in order to provide the qualifications,
licenses and permissions which are necessary
preconditions to offer their services in that
country

e Exchange of company data directly from
the business registry (or any other authori-
tative source) of the country where the
company is registered, and any relevant
eGovernment application in a country of
destination where a company wants to do
business

Connected Company Data

The pilots address the problem of providing
consistent access to the authoritative Business
Registers in EU Member States in order to ease the
significant burden for European businesses related
to multiple submissions of information and keep-
ing it up-to-date across various locations.

Pilot Cases

® Business Register Data Provision to enable regis-
tered legal entities to use eServices abroad by
making information from the home registers auto-
matically available to the foreign public authorities

® Business Register Interconnection for situations
not included in the BRIS Directive, such as the
registration of a new company branch abroad, or
providing a notification service for monitoring
changes in company-related information in the
country of origin

burden of proving the existence and validity of
the certificates required for inspection by the
Port State Control Office is transferred from the
ship Master to the issuing authorities.

Within the pilot, TOOP connects the databases of
national Maritime Authorities or internationally
recognized classification societies and makes the
information available to authorised parties.

Furthermore, it automates a largely manual and
paper-based procedure, as it introduces the
possibility of online certificates, so that all inter-
ested bodies, such as port authorities, police and
border guards, will be able to view and check
them online. This will shorten the time for ship
inspection, saving the time of the crew and
making the whole process more efficient.
